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The Board of Supervisors voted 8 to 2 after a six-hour public
hearing on new building rules and a 20-year blueprint for
Tysons, its most significant land-use decision in recent years.
The proposal permits Tysons to become a city of office and
residential towers with sidewalk cafes. boutiques and
manicured courtyards. It also calls for energy-efficient
buildings, affordable housing, park space and a new street grid
to filter local traffic. A planned circulator bus system would
ferry riders among future Metrorail stations, offices and
shopping malls.
