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� The Plan outlines an aggressive but realistic appro ach where the 
construction of physical facilities and the introdu ction of 
encouragement programs are closely coordinated.  



� The authority to carryout actions that implement th is plan are 
not centralized under one agency or even one level o f 
government.  government.  

� Facilities are owned and maintained by varying leve ls of 
government and private landowners.

� Funding and construction of new facilities may be p rovided by 
both public and private sources. Fairfax County may  update its 
list of recommended proffers from developers in Tys ons Corner 
to include the following: 
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to include the following: 
o Trails as both a recreational and transportation contribution;
o Space for a commercial bicycle station operation;
o Space for future bicycle sharing operations;
o Completion of partially completed bicycle facilities within a half 

mile of their development.



Traveling by Bicycle. Full implementation of the Plan will result in an 
additional 85 miles of on-road bicycle facilities by 2030. 

Traveling by Transit. The Plan creates safe and direct links from 
residential communities to and from the Metrorail stations, and from 
Metrorail stations to employment centers and other destinations 
throughout Tysons Corner.  

Traveling by Automobile. The recommendations in this Plan carefully 
consider potential impacts to automobile mobility. Moreover, the 
Comprehensive Plan Amendment calls for revised expectations 
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Comprehensive Plan Amendment calls for revised expectations 
regarding motor vehicle level of service to the typical LOS E for 
downtown settings.



Safety. It is difficult to travel by bicycle today in Tysons.  The four 
implementation phases of the Plan will improve Tysons Corner from a 
“car only” environment to a true bicycle and pedestrian friendly urban “car only” environment to a true bicycle and pedestrian friendly urban 
place.  This will make it safer and more comfortable for all 
trans-portation modes.

Air Quality. The bicycle facilities, programs, and policies recommended 
in this plan are expected to result in increased levels of bicycling, with 
some of these new bicycle trips replacing vehicle trips.  
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� Phase 2 will build on the information from Phase 1, a nd will 
broadly address bicycle access throughout Fairfax C ounty. 

� The goal of this Phase will be to identify specific  improvements 
that are needed to accommodate and encourage bicycl ing within 
and between activity/ �population centers throughout Fairfax 
County, as well as to adjacent jurisdictions.  

� Building from the policy analysis conducted in Phas e 1, Phase 2 
will recommend countywide policies and programs nee ded to 
support bicycling.
