INTERNATIONAL DIRECTOR’S REPORT

The Annual Meeting in Australia was successful with high quality technical sessions and other activities. One of the most
interesting things about the technical sessions was the universality of issues that we all deal with. Thisincludesitems
such as roadway geometrics, traffic control uniformity, parking management in urbanized areas, traffic impact studies,
and obtaining community support for transportation improvements.

The € ection results were announced. Earl Newman was the winner in the Vice President race. Rich Romer will be the
President next year.

The Board met for two half-day sessions. Key items we discussed and agreed on follows.

Annual duesfor next year will include one free Council membership. Dues will increase approximately 3.5 to 4.5 percent
to reflect increases in the cost of operating the Institute and a $7 increase to cover the Council membership. Fina dues
amounts will be voted on at the October Board meeting.

Thereis consideration for streamlining the number of membership grades. Thiswill include diminating the “ 10 year”
designations for “ Associate” and “Member” grades, eliminating the “ Prepaid” designation, eliminating the differences
between District 8 and the US/Canada, and several other proposals. These changes will involve Constitutional
amendments.

A uniform system of recognizing volunteer contributions to the Institute Council activities was adopted by the Board.

E-balloting for the International elections was successful. There was a higher percentage of members who voted than
usual. E-mail reminders to members who had not voted was afactor for higher voter turn out. The email reminders can
be employed for our section and district elections.

Further investigation of the feasibility of e-balloting for section and district electionsis occurring.

Institute finances are strong. A lossis projected for this year, which isin line with the budget for thisyear. The staff will
take measures to reduce the loss. Delinguent dues payments have improved significantly. A series of email reminders
was successful.

There was a discussion of section reports and section best practices awards. Headquarters receives relatively few section
reports. In January of each year, both of our sections need to make sure a summary of the past year’'s activities are
submitted. 1 will work with section leadership to assure that thisis done.

With respect to best practices, both of our sections do some very interesting things. We need to make sure that
appropriate submittals are made so that our sections can get recognition for these activities and programs. Once again, |
will work with our sections on this.
