As you know, some of the members of the Section who reside and/or work in Northern Virginia have expressed concern that highway
congestion in the Washington area precludes them from attending Section functions in Maryland. Sam Tignor and Pat Timbrook,
among others, have pointed out the problem and suggested possible solutions. To address this concern, the Board of the Section has
decided to try an approach used successfully by the Middle Atlantic Section of ITE (MASITE).

To utilize this approach, we needed a volunteer to serve as a Northern Virginia "Area Coordinator". This person would take the lead in
organizing Section activities to be held in Northern Virginia, supported by the Board. The folks who were elected to serve on the Board
as Baltimore Area Director (Paul Silberman) and Washington Area Director (Elizabeth Sall) would effectively serve as Area
Coordinators for their respective areas. I'm pleased to announce that Abi Lerner has volunteered to be the Northern Virginia Area
Coordinator, and is at work attempting to arrange some meetings in his neck of the woods. See Abi's contact information in the 2006

The number and type of activities to be held in each geographic sub-section will be entirely up to the three Area Coordinators. (The
Board has asked them to "work around" the February meeting in College Park, an April meeting in the BWI Thurgood Marshall area, the
District 2 meeting in May, and a Northern Virginia meeting in September/October, but beyond that, the calendar's open!) The activities
could be one or more lunch meetings, dinner meetings, training sessions, tours of State/FHWA facilities--pretty much anything the Area
Coordinator thinks would appeal to the membership. The Northern Virginia Area Coordinator is a non-voting member of the Section
Board, and is invited to participate in all Board meetings/teleconferences. The three Area Coordinators will work with each other to
ensure that multiple events aren't scheduled on the same day. All functions will be open to all members of the Section, of course, but
would be expected to be attended primarily by the folks in that particular geographic sub-section.

On behalf of the Board, | want to thank the folks in Northern Virginia who have pointed out this concern, and thank Abi for volunteering
to help address it.

On a very different and much sadder topic, several folks who were active in Section activities over the years have passed away in the
past few months. These individuals include Kay Colpitts, Everett Carter, Alan M. Voorhees and David Witheford. We'll miss them all.

February 22 "d Tachnical Meeting and AWARDS Dinner

Despite the snowfall earlier in the day, the very timely topic of Road Weather Management was presented without delay or cancellation
at the College Park Holiday Inn. Dr. Roemer Alfelor of the FHWA Office of Operations discussed the emerging field of road weather
management. The presentation covered FHWA's research goals, state-of-the practice applications, emerging technologies for data
collection and weather observation and forecasting, partnerships with state DOT's and professional weather associations such as
NOAA, as well as current pilot studies to document performance measures and program benefits.

Our annual Awards Dinner honored the contributions and achievements of local members in the transportation profession. The
following awards and a list of their achievements went to the following recipients:

Morris J. Rothenberg Past President's Award — Edwar  d Y. Papazian, P.E.

Morris J. Rothenberg

Morris J. Rothenberg was one of the founders of JHK & Associates, a firm which played a major role in traffic engineering and
transportation planning in the Washington area, from its founding in the early 1970s. Morey, as he was known, was very active in ITE,
and encouraged his employees to do the same. Setting an example for his staff, he served as

an officer of the WDC Section, and also served as General Chairman for the Annual Meeting, when that event was held in DC during
the early 1990s. The Past President’'s Award was re-named in Morey’s honor following his untimely death several years ago.

Morris J. Rothenberg Past Presidents' Award -
Candidates should be: (1) a Section member in good
standing; (2) a past or currently active member of
Section committees; (3) an officer or former officer of ITE
at the Section, District, or International level; and (4) one
who has demonstrated continuing interest in Section
activities.

Ed Papazian is a Senior Project Manager in the northern Virginia office of Kimley-Horn and Associates Inc. He has more than 30 years
of experience in traffic and transportation engineering.

Mr. Papazian has a B.S. and an M.S. in civil engineering from Drexel University. He began his career at the Pennsylvania Department
of Transportation, where he worked until 1978. He also served as an Adjunct Professor of civil engineering at Drexel for five years. In

1978, he moved to the Washington, DC, USA, area and joined Barton-Aschman Associates Inc. He worked with Barton-Aschman and
its successor company, Parsons Transportation Group, until 2000, when he joined Kimley-Horn and opened its northern Virginia office.

Mr. Papazian has been a Project Manager for all forms of traffic and parking studies and for both the private and the public sectors. He
has served ITE in numerous elected and appointed positions, including District 2 President, Washington, DC, Section President,
Washington, DC, Section Program Committee Chair and on various technical councils.

Young Engineer of the Year - Candidates should be: (1) less
than 35 years of age; (2) a current member of the Section in
good standing; and (3) a Section officer or active committee
member.

Josh is originally from Clearwater, Florida. He received B.S. and M.S. degrees in Civil and Environmental Engineering from Brigham
Young University in Provo, Utah. He is a Project Manager at Greenhorne & O’'Mara in Towson, Maryland, where some of his major
projects have included maintenance of traffic design for the I1-95 Section 100 Express Toll Lanes project in Baltimore and transportation
planning work for the Engineering Proving Grounds at Fort Belvoir, Virginia, where approximately 25,000 new Dept. of Defense
employees are expected to relocate under the military’s Base Realignment and Closure plan.

Transportation Service Award — John Mason

Transportation Service Award - This award is intended to honor those members of the Section
who have made outstanding contributions to the profession. Candidates must: (1) be a current
active member in good standing; (2) have made a significant contribution to the transportation
or traffic engineering profession through active service over a ten-year

period with a public agency, private company, or college/university in the Section area; or (3)
have made a significant contribution to the transportation or traffic profession through a single
unusual or outstanding act to advance the traffic, transportation, or educational programs within
the Section area.

John Mason has been a career Army officer , retiring as a colonel; professionally associated with Science Applications
International Corporation (SAIC) , where he previously was a vice president and a division and operations manager as well as
director, Transportation Policy and Analysis Center and is currently working part-time; and has served as a council member and
mayor of the City of Fairfax (Virginia). He holds a BA from the University of Massachusetts and an MA from New York University.

Civic Activities

Mr. Mason served as mayor of the City of Fairfax from 1990 to 2002. As mayor, his strategic focus was on “repositioning” the city to
compete in the 21% Century. In assuming leadership responsibility as mayor, he recognized that — although the city was in very good
financial shape and provided excellent services — the trends were of concern. Challenges included aging housing, aging infrastructure,
aging schools, aging commercial strips — trends that would lead to a reversal of the city’s services and quality of life. Over the six terms
of his service, then-Mayor Mason broadened the housing mix, built two new elementary schools, rehabilitated almost all of the city’s
infrastructure, began revitalization of Old Town Fairfax and the Lee Highway corridor, initiated the first bio-engineering storm water
control project in Virginia, re-established the city’s competitive commercial office market, and strengthened the city’s financial posture

by growing the economy from $2 billion to $3 billion annually, ensuring a firm policy of a minimum of 10% in budget reserve and raising
the city’s bond rating to AA+. Previously he served on City Council from 1986 — 1990.

During the period 1990 — 2002, then-Mayor Mason served on several regional agencies, with special focus on transportation issues.
For over a decade, he was a member of the National Capital Region Transportation Planning Boa  rd (TPB), the metropolitan
planning organization (MPO) for the Washington region (Northern Virginia, the District of Columbia, and suburban Maryland). As a
member of the TPB, Mayor Mason chaired its Vision Steering Committee that resulted in the TPB’s adoption (in 1998) of a vision,
goals, objectives and strategies for long-range transportation planning for the Washington region. Mayor Mason was chairman of the
TPB in 2001, where he focused on establishing regional transportation priorities and, after September 11, enhanced emergency
transportation planning for the region. He served as a vice chairman of the Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments
Emergency Response Task Force , with responsibility for developing its transportation aspects (Emergency Support Function #1). He
was the vice chairman of the Transportation Coordinating Council (TCC) of Northe rn Virginia , with its focus on coordinating
transportation planning in Northern Virginia. As a member of the TCC, then-Mayor Mason chaired the 1-66 Major Investment Study
(MIS) Policy Advisory Committee. He was previously a member of the Northern Virginia Transportation Commission (NVTC) ,
where he served a term as chairman.

Nationally, then-Mayor Mason has been on the board of directors of the Association of Metropolitan Planning Organizations
(AMPQ), serving as its chairman in the year 2000. He has also served on the National League of Cities Transportation

Infrastructure and Service Committee (TIS) , participating in its task force on TEA-21 reauthorization. At the state level, Mayor
Mason was a member of the Virginia Municipal League (VML) Transportation Poli ~ cy Committee , which is responsible for
developing VML transportation-related policy recommendations.

Mayor Mason was also a leader in regional environmental issues. He served on the Metropolitan Washington Air Quality

Committee (MWAQC) and has previously been its vice chairman. As a result of his collaborative leadership in addressing the Pickett
Road tank farm leak (in Fairfax); Mayor Mason was the first non-EPA recipient of the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s
Outstanding Stakeholder Involvement Award




In 1997, then-Mayor Mason received the Elizabeth and David Scull Metropolitan Public Servi  ce Award , given to the elected official
who has contributed most significantly to the enhancement of intergovernmental cooperation in the metropolitan Washington region. In
2002, he received the COG’s Chairman’s Recognition Award “In recognition of his leadership and tireless efforts over the years in
promoting a coordinated regional framework for transportation decision-making. In a number of landmark achievements, including the
development of the TPB Vision in 1998 and the emergency response improvements of 2001-2002, Mr. Mason has been the guiding
hand to forge regional consensus.”

In the community arena, Mr. Mason currently serves as the Assistant Vice President for Operations, Virginia Central area of the
National Capital Area Council, Boy Scouts of Americ  a. An Eagle Scout himself, Mr. Mason is also a recipient of the Boy Scout
District Award of Merit in recognition of his volunteer leadership in Scouting. He is also serving on the board of directors of the
National Capital Area Chapter, American Red Cross , currently chairing its Government Relations Committee. In 1999, the Fairfax
Optimist Club awarded him the Fairfax Youth Service Award for his service to youth. In 2001, The Rotary Foundation of Rotary
International named Mayor Mason a Paul Harris Fellow in appreciation for his “advancement of better understanding and relations
among peoples of the world.” Mr. Mason also serves on the Advisory Council of FACETS (Fairfax Area Christian Emergency and
Transitional Services, Inc.).

Mr. Mason is a strong supporter of cultural activities in the Fairfax area. In recognition of his support to the Fairfax Symphony , he was
the recipient of its 1993 Pyramid Award as a local civic leader who has contributed to the success of the Symphony. Currently, he is a
member of the board of directors of the Fairfax Symphony. He is a founder and on the board of directors of Fairfax Spotlight on the
Arts, Inc. , an arts festival conducted in collaboration with George Mason University and Northern Virginia Community College. He is
also a founding member of Fall for the Book, Inc. , a joint initiative between the City of Fairfax and George Mason University to
stimulate interest in writing and reading and currently serves on its board of directors.

Locally, Mr. Mason has been the president of the Old Lee Hills Civic Association; president of the Fairfax High School Parent-Teachers-
Student Association (PTSA); chairman of the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board (PRAB); and chairman and member of the city's
Planning Commission.

Professional Experience

Professionally, Mr. Mason has worked (1978 — present) for Science Applications International Corporation (SAIl C), the largest
employee-owned high technology firm in the United States. As the initial director of SAIC’s Transportation and Policy Analysis Center
(TPAC), Mr. Mason has been a leader in the development of SAIC’s transportation consulting business. He initiated SAIC’s support to
the Volpe National Transportation Systems Center (VNTSC) and for a decade managed SAIC’s support to the Volpe Center under its
Operations Research and Analysis (ORA) omnibus support contract. Under the ORA omnibus contracts, he supervised and/or directly
managed over 40 technical task directives from the Volpe Center. Mr. Mason has coordinated a stable of approximately 20
subcontractors, ensuring that for each task the very best team of consultant talent has been tailored to specific task requirements, with
an award value in excess of $50 million. Mr. Mason has also been the program manager for support to the Federal Highway
Administration’s Operations Core Business Unit initiatives in the operations arena.

Course: Highway Transportation Safety, CEE5640

Description: The course is a part of the Advanced Transportation Systems Program. It is directed at the safety of our highway
transportation system. Emphasis is placed on identifying highway safety problems and the discussion of remedial solutions and
countermeasures needed to eliminate highway crashes and the associated fatalities and injuries. The course addresses the history of
highway safety, remedial steps that have been taken to improve safety, current research, and the challenge remaining to eliminate
highway crashes. Topics to be discussed include, but are not limited to; user characteristics and expectations, road audits, two-lane
safety model, statistical analyses including regression to the mean, and Empirical Bayes solutions, roadside hardware systems, safety
enhancing treatments, standard traffic control devices, real-time information and control systems, work zone and railroad crossing
treatments, older driver design concepts, traffic calming, designs for pedestrians and bikes, and delineation and lighting principles.
Emphasis in the course will be for the student to learn and understand through analyses, case studies, and discussion how safety
problems can be identified for elimination. Group and individual analyses of specific problems will be included in the course. (3-credits)
